Dear Parents,

The repairs to the phone system are complete. We thank you for your patience and
understanding.

There remain some difficulties with both arrival and dismissal. Three buses arrived late
for Gathering yesterday morning. I spoke to the bus drivers at dismissal. The purple bus
has a large route, brown finds morning traffic a problem and the blue bus has a substitute
driver. Purple and brown buses will pick up 5 minutes earlier to try to correct the
problem. The substitute driver may be driving next week as well.
